Therefore, students will receive weekly individual instrument classes,
chamber music, orchestral repertoire, class with accompanying pianist,
auditory training and analysis, English classes, and physical training.
Likewise, monthly you must take the simulation test to access the
orchestra or competition (depending on the specialty) and perform your

recital. Every quarter he will perform a concert with the orchestra.

You will always be accompanied by your personal tutor and the

psychologist specialized in high performance in music.

The guidance department will present you with different selection
proposals to perform concerts in the venues indicated below, in addition
to the different tests to access orchestras and competitions around the

world.

MEETING PROMOTION PROGRAM

In this modality, a minimum of three meetings per course and 24 online
instrument classes are held throughout the year. Students will receive 4
hours of face-to-face classes in each meeting. At least, you must attend one
of the planned in-person meetings. At the same meeting he will participate

in the concerts with the orchestra.

selection tests will be carried out under the established conditions.
